Read and reflect on Acts chapters 13-16. Answer the following questions:

1. What do Paul and Barnabas do when they are expelled from an area?


2. What miracle happened with Paul at the end of the first mission?


3. Why do you suppose that many of the disciples were reluctant to convert
the Gentiles?


4. What difficulties came about with the conversion of the Gentiles?


5. What compromises were made?


6. What good came out of the disagreement between Paul and Barnabas?


7. How did Paul end up in Macedonia?


8. While in jail an earthquake enabled Paul to escape. Instead of running out
the door he showed patience. What happened as a result of his good judgement?

Read Acts in the New Testament chapters 17-20 with comprehension. Stay
focused and picture the events in your mind. Ask questions and reflect on
your reading. Apply what you learn to your own life. Here are your
questions for this unit:

1. Paul had some problems with both Thessaionica and Beroea but was
encouraged in Athens because they "love to listen to something new" (Acts
16:21). What does this teach you about spreading His word?


2. How did Paul react when the Jews rejected him in Corinth? What good
actually came out of this rejection?


3. What is the difference between being baptized in just repentance than
also with the Holy Spirit? What did Paul teach the people of Ephesus about
this concept?


4. What happened when the Jewish exorcists tried to work using the name of
Jesus? Why is it so important to have true faith in Jesus before attempting
something like this?


5. What was Demetrius's true motive behind his move against Paul? How are
our weaknesses sometimes used against us?


6. What did Paul mean when he advised "Shepherd the church of God, which
he has acquired at the price of his own blood" (Acts 19:28)? What did he
warn against? What did he say about giving and receiving?


Read Acts chapters 21-24 in the New Testament and answer the following
question:

1. Why didn't the disciples want Paul to go to Jerusalem? What did the
prophet tell Paul about this?


2. During Paul's discourse in chapter 22 he held the attention of the Jews
for quite some time. At what point did he lose them and why? What are they
obviously upset about?


3. The Lord appeared to Paul while he was imprisoned and revealed Paul's
next destination. Where will he be going? Why?


4. What trap did the 40 Jews set for Paul? Why didn't it succeed?


5. When Paul was being held captive at Caesarea, why did Felix become
frightened during Paul's speech?

Read Acts chapters 25-28 in the New Testament and answering the following
questions:

1. Why did Paul appeal to the emperor?

2. Paul's speech had a wonderful effect on King Agrippa. What does this
tell you about planting God's seeds?

3. What does the storm and shipreck teach you about the Will of God?

4. What miracle involving a snake took place on the island?

5. How did Paul arrive in Rome?

6. While giving a testimony to the Roman Jews, Paul said that their hearts
grew sluggish. He ended his speech by saying "Now you must realize that
this salvation of God has been transmitted to the Gentiles - who will heed
it!" (Acts 28:28) Why are these lines so important? What do they mean?

7. What happened to Paul in Rome? How did he live out the rest of his life?
