The Book of Ezekiel

Read Ezekiel chapters 1-4 and answer the following questions:

 

1.  Ezekiel was the first prophet to receive his call outside of the Holy

Land.  He was at the river Chebar where Jewish exiles were settled.  How

does this parallel with Jesus spreading the Good News to non-Jews in the New

Testament?  Why is this so important?

 

2.  Visualize the description of the four living creatures.  Pay particular

attention to their abilities to move.  The spirit was able to go wherever it

wished because the spirit was in the wheels.  What does that tell you about

the freedom to save souls?

 

3.  Who appeared above the living creatures?  How do you know it is Him?

 

4.  What specific directions was Ezekiel given from God for both the Israelites and himself?  

 

5.  What is the significance of the scroll with the writings "Lamentation and wailing and woe"?

     Who is going to be crying and lamenting and why?

 

6.  What did Ezekiel eat that tasted sweet as honey?  Explain.

 

7.  Describe the awesome responsibility given Ezekiel as Watchman of the house of Isreal.  What does this tell you about our religious leaders of today?  How does their judgement differ from the ordinary man?  Why?

 

8.  Make an inference about the reason for Ezekiel's dumbness.  

 

10.  According to Ezekiel, the unsaved will waste away because of the lack of bread and water. What were they lacking that caused their downfall?
Please read Ezekiel chapters 5 -10 and answer the following questions.  
 

1.  The vision of hair cutting in chapter 5 could be instructions for the

Son of Man to punish nonbelievers.  What are the three forms of punishment?

 

2.  The Lord is angry and jealous during this time period.  Why do you

suppose He is jealous? What are people doing to make Him jealous?

 

3.  What changes can you make in your life to be spared these punishments?

 

4.  In chapter 6 the three forms of punishment are further explained.  Why is it necessary for some to escape to other nations?  What purpose might they serve?

 

5.  The sin of worshipping idols is emphasized in this chapter.  What types of idols will the Son of Man find on judgement day?  Money?  Power? Pride?  Are any of these idols found in your life?  What can you do to banish them?

 

6.  After the three forms of punishment, the unsaved have ONE last chance to save their souls.  According to Ezekiel, those who don't repent and accept the Lord by judgement day will not be given any more chances.  "I will judge you according to your to your conduct and lay upon you the  consequences of all your abominations.  I will not look upon you with pity or have mercy;  I will deal with you according to your conduct, and the consequences of your abominations shall be in your midst."  Ezekiel (7:9)  Paraphrase what is going to happen to the unsaved on judgment day.

 

7.  Reread the visions of the abominations in the temple found in chapter 8.  Take your time and really feel the images.  Ezekiel's words are so vivid that you are able to see this vision with him.  What abomination is found in the inner most section of the temple, which is the most holy area?  No mercy will be given to these religious leaders.  How can this serve as a warning for some religious leaders of today?  Why do you suppose they will be judged so harshly?

 

8.  By chapter 9 all warnings have been given  - there are no more chances left for the unsaved.  Ezekiel saw an image of six men holding destroying weapons and another one  who  holding a writer's case.  What information do you suppose is written in this case?
 

9.  The man with the writers case followed through with his orders.  What does that tell you about salvation?

 

10.   The living creatures return again in chapter 10 with their personified wheels.  This time the wheels are covered with eyes.  What are they looking at?  What can they see?

 

11.  What does Ezekiel recognize the living creatures to be?  Why is this important?

 

12.  The man with the writer's case dressed in linen is there as well.  He has been ordered to take fire from within the wheelwork.  What do you suppose is going to happen next?  What do you suppose is going to be done with this fire?

Please read Ezekiel Chapter 11-15 and answer the following questions:

1. What is going to happen to Israel's cities?

2. Explain the following:
"Son of Man, prophesy against the prophets of Israel, prophesy!"
(Ezekiel, 13:2)

3. What warning is given to the sorceresses? How do you suppose God feels
about this type of practice?

4. What is going to happen to the sinner who enjoys reflecting on his sin
instead of repentance? Explain.

5. Describe the vision of Noah, Daniel and Job. What does this have to do
with personal responsibility?

6. After the sinners are punished, how will the survivors be consoled?
What will make them feel better?

7. How are the unbelievers of the world being compared to a vine in the
forest?

8. The unbelievers have ONE last chance to be saved. What will happen to
those who do not take advantage of it? What element is going to devour
them?

Before we begin chapter 16 let's summarize what has happened so far.  When

this book opens the people already had a chance to be saved through the

first coming of Jesus Christ.   During chapter one the second coming is

discussed.  The following chapters show examples of what will happen to

those who do not accept Jesus as their Savior during the second coming.

Although many punishments are discussed, the ultimate punishment turns out

to be burning in the lake of fire - the fire will devour those who were

given a second chance and did not take advantage of it.

 

There is a turn in thought starting with chapter 16.  These chapters begin

to discuss those who took advantage of this second chance instead of those

who did not.

 

 Read chapters 16-20 and answer the following questions:

 

1. Think about the comparisons made in chapter 16. Jerusalem is being

compared to a young woman who started with nothing and was given everything.

Instead of being grateful, she began acting shamelessly. She is described

as worse than a harlot because she didn't act this way for payment, but for

enjoyment. What does being pardoned have to do with her punishment?  What is

being taught here?  Does she have a second chance?

 

2. Consider the story of the eagle and the vine.  What lesson is being taught here?  
 

3.  What is our personal responsibility, and what does it have to do with our children?

 

4.  God does not receive any pleasure in punishing His children.  What does that tell you about planting seeds?

 

5.  Consider the allegories of both the lions and the vine branch.  In both instances we have strong, powerful yet unsuccessful examples.   We are then told that these examples are lamentations - which means we should mourn for them, feel sorry for them.  If these examples are unsuccessful because of their lack of faith, because they are unsaved, how is God asking us to feel about them?  What would be the benefit of converting these types of personalities?  
 

6.  During chapter 20 Ezekiel explains God's frustration with those who will not accept His word.  Although He is tempted to destroy them, He offers them one last chance.  Why?

 

Read and reflect on Ezekiel chapters 21-24 and then answer the following questions.  
 

 

1.  What can you learn from chapter 21?  In it Ezekiel talks about the day of judgement.  He says "I am kindling a fire in you that shall devour all trees, the green as well as the dry.  The blazing flame shall not be quenched, but from south to north every face shall be scorched by it."   (Ezekiel 21:3)  "The green as well as the dry" the dry represents the unsaved. What is going to happen to them?  Isn't this similar to the lake of fire found in Revelations?

 

2.  In chapter 22 we learn why the unsaved are being punished.  According to Ezekiel, "What is holy to me you have spurned, and my sabbaths you have desecrated". (22:8).  Let's take the first part of this statement.  Look around you, what are people spurning today?  Think of the ten commandments...how many of those do you see broken on the news today?  Now let’s look at the second part of this question.  Are people honoring the Sabbath?  Or is it just another day to go shopping and get things done?

 

3.  During chapter 22 God washes His hands of those who sinned against Him.  "See, I am brushing one hand against the other because of the unjust profits you have made and because of the bloodshed in your midst." (22:13).  What profits is He talking about?  Where in this world do we see unjust profits?  Where is the bloodshed in our midst?  What are we doing about it?

 

 

4.  In this chapter there are many images of the lake of fire.  "...I will gather you in together in my furious wrath, put you in, and smelt you."   What other "fire" images do you find in this chapter?

 

5.  Consider the two women described in chapter 23.  Although they come from different countries, customs and religions, they both suffered the same fate.  Again, they will be "devoured by fire."(23:25).  What does this say about the fate of all people who do not follow God's way?

 

6.  As in the past, the most detestable sin of these women is portrayed as idolatry.  What idols today are taking over our people?

 

7.  How does the destruction of the temple show God's judgement as both swift and just?

 

8.  Ezekiel is able to speak again by the end of chapter 24.  Why did God keep him silent so long?  What purpose did this serve?

 

9.  How is Ezekiel a sign to all?  Explain.
