1. Compare and contrast the two stories of creation.  Why do you suppose two stories are provided?
 
2. Many children believe that Eve ate an apple, but what does this reading tell us about the fruit?  Which fruit do you suppose was eaten?    In what ways can Eve be contrasted against Mary the Mother of Jesus?  What lesson(s) can be learned from this chapter?
 
3. What is Cain’s downfall?  Have you come across similar personalities to Cain and Abel in any other books of the Bible?  Explain.  Who is Seth, and what significance does he have to this chapter?
 
4. What caused God to flood the earth?  Why did God favor Noah?  Do you suppose Noah’s family was spared because of their relationship to Noah, or because they were good at heart?  Explain.  What is the arc a symbol of?  
 
5. Explain the covenant God had with Noah.   How long did Noah live on earth?  Do you suppose all people had longer life spans during that time period?  Why do you suppose Noah lived so long?
 
6. Why do you suppose an entire chapter was dedicated to the descendants of Noah’s sons?  Why is this knowledge so important?  
 
7. Although most members have read Genesis before, what new insights did you gain from the readings this week?  Explain.
