16.  What lesson can we learn about the Merciless Official?  Explain.  

Read Matthew Chapters 19-23 and answer the following questions:

 

1.  Explain the dangers of riches.  What did Jesus truly mean when He said "Many who are first shall come last, and the last shall come first."  (Matthew 19:30)  What does it have to do with the grace of God?

 

2.  Describe Jesus's entry into Jerusalem.  How is this entrance differ from those of the past?  Why?

 

3.  How is the parable of the tenants actually a warning?  Explain.  

 

4.  Compare and contrast the Parable of the Tenants to the Wedding Banquet.  What additional lesson is taught with the Wedding Banquet?

 

5.  Jesus summed up the ten commandments by stating just two.  How does His first commandment cover Moses's first five commandments, and the second cover Moses's remaining five commandments?

 

6.  What did you learn about life after death by reading the Sadducees and Resurrection?

 

7.  Explain the lesson being taught with the Son of David.

 

8.  What does Jesus mean when He says the greatest will be the one who serves the rest?

Read Matthew chapters 24-28 and answer the following questions:

 

1.  What are the signs of Jesus coming again?

 

2.  It is extremely important to be on your guard at all times.  What heavenly works will the Son of Man find YOU doing when He arrives?

 

3.  Consider the parables of the Ten Virgins and the Silver Pieces.  What do you learn from these parables?  Why is it important to go above and beyond what is expected of you?

 

4.  What is the difference between a sheep and a goat with the last judgement?  Who are the "least brothers" in your life?  

 

5.  What lesson did the woman carrying the jar teach the apostles?

 

6.  Why  is it so important to eat of His body and drink of His cup?  What covenant is He talking about?  Explain.

 

7.  Why didn't Jesus call on His father to help Him when He was arrested?  What does this have to do with the scriptures?  Explain.

 

8.  What is "blood field" and what does it have to do with the scriptures?

 

9.  What happened on earth immediately after Jesus was crucified?  Why?

 

10.  Why do you suppose Jesus appeared to the two Marys?  Why were they chosen?

 

11.  What is the commission of the apostles?  What specific instructions did Jesus provide?  How are YOU following these instructions?
