5. Which church of Asia did the Lord find least favorable? Why?

6. What can we learn from the do's and don'ts of these chapters?
Read chapters four through seven:

1. Consider the four living creatures and what they sing. Since they are covered in eyes, what are they trying to teach us to "see"?

2. Consider the 24 elders as they fall down before the One seated at the throne and what they sing. What are they telling us to do 24 hours a day?

 

3.  Who do you suppose are the 24 elders?  What do they represent?


4. What do the seven seals represent?

5. What happened when the first six seals were opened?

6. Discuss the importance of the seventh seal.

Read chapters eight through ten:

1. Who broke the seventh seal?

2. What happened when the first four trumpets were blown?

3. What was different about the fifth trumpet? Who was spared and why?

4. Why were four angels released with the sixth trumpet? 
What is so frustrating about those that escaped the plagues?

5. The angel with the scroll:

1. Why did he place his right foot on the sea and his left foot on the land? 
What does this signify?

2. Why did the voice from heaven say "Seal up what the seven thunders have spoken and do not write it down?" 
Why is this secretive?

3. Why did the scroll taste sweet as honey but turned sour in his stomach?
What do these contrasts indicate? 

Read chapters eleven through fourteen and answer the following questions: 

1. What did the two witnessess witness? What happened when the people were terrified?

2. What is the significance of the seventh trumpet? Why is it so important?

3. What is the significance of the woman? How did she escape the dragon?

4.  "If one is destined for captivity into captivity he goes! If one is destined to be slain by the sword, by the sword he will be slain!" (13:10) What does this mean?


Read chapters fifteen through eighteen and answer the following questions:

1. Describe the events of the seven last plagues.

2. What do you suppose is the significance of the seven golden bowls?

3. Discuss the possible symbolism of the woman, and of the seven-headed and ten-horned beast carrying her.

4. Why were the merchants of the world so upset about the fall of Babylon? What can that represent today?

Please carefully read chapters nineteen through twenty-two and answer the following questions:

1. What is the significance of the four living creatures? Why do they keep appearing in this book? What do they truly represent?

2. Explain the wedding feast of the Lamb.

3. How are people judged in the last judgement? What happens to those who fall short?

4. Why is there a new heaven and a new earth? Explain.

5. Who is the bride of the Lamb? Explain.

6. The holy city of Jerusalem that came down from heaven was described in magnificent terms. What image appealed to you the most? Why do you think you are drawn to this particular description?

7. Picture in your mind streets of pure gold with the river of life-giving water flowing through them. Imagine the trees of life which produce fruit twelve times a year. How do these images make you feel inside?

8. Who keeps the book of the living?

9. Why is there no sun or moon?

10. Why did Jesus send an angel to give this testimony?
